PSLE 2022

Our P6 graduands have performed well in the Primary School Leaving Examination (PSLE) 2022,
achieving an overall pass rate of 98.1%, with 72.7% of them qualifying for the Express stream. We
congratulate all our 2022 P6 students on their good performance and wish them the best, as they embark
on the next chapter in their respective secondary schools.

c. Safety & Administration

Safe Management Measures (SMM)

Our school will continue to implement safe management measures in tandem with the national posture.
To ensure that our school remains a safe place for teaching and learning, high standards of hygiene will
continue to be observed. Do work with us to remind your child to practise good personal hygiene.
Students who are unwell with flu-like symptoms such as fever or cough are reminded to seek medical
attention and stay at home.

For the safety of all
our students, please do not park your car outside our school gates during dismissal time to wait for your
child/ward. You are advised to wait for your child/ward at the carparks next to blocks 272 or 283. Please
be reminded that no parking is allowed:

a. 9 metres within a bus stop area;

b. 6 metres within a junction;

c. 50 metres of a pedestrian crossing.

LTA officers can take necessary enforcement actions against drivers who park at these areas.

School Safety and Security

The safety and security of our students is our priority. Should you need to come into the school
compound, we seek your understanding to observe our security procedures by signing in at the security
post and obtaining a visitor's pass. To avoid any interruptions to our students’ learning, parents are to
proceed to the General Office and not the classrooms.
